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Introduction of International Islamic University Islamabad
International Islamic University Islamabad (11Ul) was established in 1980/1400 A.H.

In 1985 the 1lIUI got the formal status of an International University and since then it is

functioning as in independent administrative body under the Constitution of Pakistan.

The President of Pakistan is the Chancellor of IIUl; Dr. Sulaman Abdullah Aba Al-khail is the

duties towards the society and state through proper upbringing, protection, supervision, co-
operation and awareness. Allah almighty has endowed the family institution with love, compassion
and affection, and has stated in the Holy Quran that: “And among His signs is this, that He created
for you mates from among yourselves, that you may dwell in tranquility with them, and He has put
love and mercy between your (hearts): verily, in that are signs for those who reflect” (Al-Quran

30/21).
