 Manuscript submissions should include a separate title page on each copy, listing 

all authors, their affiliations, addresses, telephone/fax numbers and e-mail 

addresses, if available. For papers with multiple authors, indicate the author with 

whom we should correspond. List only the manuscript title in the main body of 

the paper, abstract, or proposal to allow for blind review.  

 Accepted manuscripts will be published in the conference proceedings only if at 

least one author registers and attends the conference.
