BACKGROUND

International Islamic University, Islamabad has a strong background in the field 

of Arabic Language Teaching for 30 years.

Another distinction of Short 

Arabic Courses is that separate classes are being arranged for male and female 

students.

COURSE OUTLINES

All these courses comprise total 96 credit hours. These courses are designed in 

such a way that a student can learn how to understand The Qura'n directly 

through grammatical rules and reading comprehension; and how a word 

changes its form and gets new meanings. Along with an extensive spoken 

material with drills and vocabulary from daily life, it includes Reading Skills, Text 

Reading with correct pronunciation and the explanation of difficult words and 

their usages.
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
